

Expressive Arts and Design


- Make a spring senses collage using photos as a stimulus or from items collected on a walk. Think about lambs wool, blossom, feathers, catkins etc. - Listen to Here comes the Sun by the Beatles or Sheryl Crow and have the children think about colours and words they associate with it. Feed back on IWB and discuss as a class. Have the children create a picture inspired by this.


- Talk about rain, and how quickly it comes and goes. Use rainmakers and make music to reflect this. - List the sounds of spring on a sound walk. Recreate this using different instruments.


- Observational drawings of flowers the children have collected. - Make spring animal masks.





Understanding of the World


-Look at different images of flowers. Think about how the flowers could be categorised. 


-Go on a walk around the school garden/local park/woodland and hunt for different flowers. - Label the different parts of a plant. - Plant broad beans in the classroom and observe.





PPhysical Development





- Listening to Grieg Solvieg's Morning, create a dance showing the end of winter and beginning of spring, thinking about new life and blossoming flowers,





Literacy


- Introduce the children to syllables. Clap the beats in spring words, such as daffodil. Encourage the children to try this with their own names. Children can then play with syllable cards and instruments. - Make a mind map of words to do with spring. Come up with rhyming words for these as a class, and then make a spring poem.


- Read the Easter Story and then have the children retell using sequencing cards. - Read Jack and the Beanstalk and then have the children retell using sequencing cards.


- Have the children re-enact Jack and the Beanstalk using masks.





Communication & Language.


-Develop role play area into a garden centre, lambing pen.


-Talk about a personal experiences, seeing bunnies, lambs, chicks, babies. Flowers growing etc.


-Describe scene from a window in Spring.














Mathematics


-Sort shapes/colours using a Carroll diagram


-Practical doubling and halving.


-Solve simple practical problems e.g. how many seeds to use etc.


-Collect information about types of animals being born on farms at this time of year and create a pictogram.


-Create a picture of a lambing pen, Answer questions using ordinal number and positional language.


-Play at adding and subtracting in classroom Garden Centre.


-Buy x and y.  How many pennies?








Personal, Social & Emotional Development


- Change - Listen to Here Comes the Sun by The Beatles or Sheryl Crow. Discuss the lyrics. Discuss what signs we can see, hear and feel that tell us winter has turned to spring.


- Use this to discuss how the children have changed - what can they do now that they couldn't in September? Have they grown? How else have they changed?
