	Write about your weekend or your half term holiday, try and use adjectives to describe what you did.
	Practise counting in 10s to 100. Forwards and backwards. Use the splat square to help you by splatting all the numbers you count when you count up in 10s.

With your adult take it in turns to splat a number from 10-99 on the interactive 100 square (start with teen numbers and then move on). Record how many tens and ones in the number.
	After our visit from St. John’s Ambulance where we learnt some basic first aid, one of things we need to know in an emergency is our home address and telephone number. Try to memorise your home address and telephone number.

	Write a recount of when you have had a doctor’s appointment or been to the hospital for either yourself or a family member. What happened? Who did you see?


	Nurses need to be able to count properly. Holding the pulse in your wrist or on your neck (ask an adult for help) Can you count how many time you feel a pulse in 60 seconds? Can you compare with a family member?


	Draw a person who helps. Around the outside write some qualities they need to be able to do their job. I.e. a nurse is caring.


	Write a letter to Nurse Bond who visited us on Wow Day, you could ask her some more questions and tell her what you enjoyed best about her visit.
