	How many different ways can you add 2 numbers to make the total 10?

	Make a list! You can choose what for. Remember to write each item on a new line.
	Play a board game with your family or friends that includes numbers. E.g. snakes & ladders, bingo etc.
How did you get on? Who was the winner? 
	Find a map of where you live, stick it into your book and locate where you live. Can you find some other places you know? E.g. the school, friend’s house, the park etc. 
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
